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Abstract

The 17 Sustainable Development Goals(SDGs) consist of 169 targets launched in 2015 to provide inclusive, safe and
sustainable development in cities and human settlements and make sure that no one is left behind. SDGs are new universal
agendas that are integrated and indivisible and balance economic, social and environmental dimensions. Due to unprecedented
urbanization, cities are the hotspot of the COVID-19 Pandemic and have been the centre of global issues including climate
change, poverty, and inequality. To tackle these global challenges, an urgency to implement SDGs is recognized. Cities evolved
to content public interest by satisfying public needs and wants, but each city has its own social, political, economical and
environmental context which generally leads to a different level of development and hence the ability to achieve sustainable
development goals. Therefore, in this research, SDGs and urban development in the context of public interest are analyzed and
SDGs that needs to be prioritized for each Urban Development stage are suggested. This research is divided into four parts, In
step one, the concept and definition of public interest are studied through literature review to provide the conceptual idea of
public interest and identify the public interest of the current era. In the second step, SDGs’ background and purpose are
explained to identify key areas of each sustainable development goal. In the third step, urban development history is studied
and explained based on the public interest to provide four stages of urban development. The last stage of this research
comprises a detailed interrelationship between SDGs and urban development stages. This paper provides guidelines for all
countries at different stages of urban development when implementing SDGs by illustrating SDGs that must be prioritized at
each stage of urban development. This research supports that cities developed to support the public interest and SDGs being
the public interest of the current era, the universal guideline is developed to implement SDGs effectively and efficiently.
